Once again the Holidays are here and we would like to send a reminder that there are specifics to permissible “Christmas decorations” for this holiday season.  Please refer to the current copy of the Rules and Regulations for specifics in which you may view on the www.hvasa.com website.

Holiday door wreaths will be allowed.  They are to be on the door itself and not include the door framing.  There may not be lights or sound.  No moving or flashing lights or musical decorations on the balcony.

They must be displayed in a tasteful manner and minimal.  While prior approval is not required the Architectural Committee will oversee compliance of these decorations with the Board having final approval.

If you are having a hard time finding a way to hang your wreath without damaging the paint or the door, we have found that 3M makes a great hook using Command removable adhesive that works quite well.
